Welcome to the March 2026 Corurgan Comment Newsletter.

February remained hot and dry right up to the last couple of weeks when | measured 30mm of rain at
the Corowa Pump site but only 8mm in Berrigan. Then on the 1%t through to the 3™ of March | measured
45mm at the Corowa Pump site and 37mm at Berrigan. Lets hope we get some more rain a little later in
the Autumn.

| have curently been working on a new type of meter to measure water through a Dethridge wheel. The
current mechanical meters can no longer be sourced, so we need to find an alternative. Tony and | have
mounted a unit on an outlet just out of Berrigan as a trial. This unit is capable of recording the amount
of water used, by counting the revolutions of the wheel as water flows through in a very similar way to
the original mechanical meters. The data is then transmitted from the wheel to my office where | can
read the current flow rate and the total water used. The information gathered can be used in lots of
different ways, for example, we could develop a report for that outlet showing all usage, flow rates and
start/stop times for the entire irrigation season. Further down the track | would like to see us develop a
complimentary system that would allow our Members to access the information via a login, so you will
be able to monitor your usage, available water and place orders for water.

| plan to install another two of these meters in the next few weeks as part of our trialling process.
